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How Far Have We Come, Really?

                             This past week I got caught up in the story of Jesse Davis.
The Canton, Ohio woman mysteriously disappeared
from her home, leaving her two year old child in her
wake.  The violence of her departure was obvious -
overturned lamps, broken furniture, dishes and food on
the kitchen floor.

This was not like Jesse, her mother said.  Jesse wouldn’t leave her son
alone.  Plus, another child was on the way.  Jesse was two weeks from the
birth of her second child, a girl to be named Chloe.

The search for Jesse continued without success for almost ten days.  Then,
the news broke.  The father of Jesse’s son and unborn daughter confessed
to Jesse’s murder.

Why did he do it?    How could he do it?  This is the violence we fight
internationally with our Zonta dollars – violence that emanates from the
belief that women are property to be bought, sold, and yes, destroyed at
will.  I’d like to believe that this is not a part of the culture we live in, but
it is.  I’d like to think that this is a problem that is a part of our history as
women, not our present and surely not our future.  But, it is.

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President’s Message (continued)
How Far Have We Come?

Many of us have fought for years to make this senseless violence part of
the past – in our homes, in our workplaces, in the media.  We were able
to make headway, at least for awhile.  But, now we seem to be losing
ground.  Each year in our country 3.9 million women are physically
abused by their husbands or live-in partners.   One in three women
report being physically or sexually abused by a husband or boyfriend
at some point in their lives.  One in three.

What alarms me most about all of this is that our young women seem to
accept this violence as normal.  I remember with horror my teenage
daughter coming home from school with bruises on her arms and
thighs.  She said she and her friends were just “kidding around” –
slapping, punching, shoving.  I could not get her to understand that this
was sending the message that it is ok to physically abuse another.  After
all, it’s just for fun.

One in four teenage girls report enduring repeated verbal abuse.  One-
third report knowing a friend or peer who has been hit, punched,
kicked, slapped, choked, or physically hurt by a partner.  And what is
our role as mothers, aunts, grandmothers in changing this pattern of
thought and action?  Alarmingly more than half of parents admit that
they haven’t spoken with their teenagers about dating violence.  In
spite of this, 72% think their child would turn to them if they were
experiencing violence.  However, not surprisingly, only one-half of the
teenagers indicate that they would discuss dating violence with a
parent.

Clearly there is much work still to be done.  I challenge us as Zontians
to decide what we can do to make a difference.  Our Sixteen Days
against Gender Violence campaign is our annual opportunity to take a
stand on this issue.  I know that is later in the year and we have more
immediate concerns – like the Antique Show.  So why bring this up
now?  I guess it’s because Jesse Davis died last week.  And, this is a
wake up call to all of us that this injustice is with us every day – not just
the 16 days we work for its end.  So let’s commit to do all we can in our
own lives to combat violence against women.  After all, this is where we
have the most influence – where the heart is.   And, the heart of a
woman is one of the strongest forces for good that there is!
