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The United Nations and Zonta International Service

On October 24, 1945 the United Nations officially came into existence. Zonta Clubs worldwide have since
celebrated United Nations Day each year on October 24.

As we look forward to celebrating Zonta's relationship with and support of the United Nations, let's take a
glimpse at the International Service Program 2006-2008 Project taking place in Sri Lanka. The Project is
funded by contributions to the Zonta International Foundation, International Service Fund. The project
focus is Women's Economic Self-Sufficiency. The United Nations Industrial Development Organization
(UNIDO) is providing hands-on assistance.

In December 2004 the Tsunami devastated the already poor and war-torn Eastern, Southern and Northern
Regions of Sri Lanka. Most women residing in these regions were agriculture workers and engaged in the
production and trade of spices, chicken farming, cattle and vegetable farming, goat farming, pottery,
tailoring, and arts and crafts. Due to the Tsunami, income sources were adversely affected. Farms, livestock
and resources were lost. Women tasked with being the head of the household found it very difficult to
support their families. Many women still remain in relief camps and schools.

Zonta International's Response:
"Through financial support from the Zonta International Foundation, the United Nations Industrial
Development Organization (UNIDO) will provide hands-on assistance to the women and women's groups
affected by the Tsunami and by the war in the North and East Regions, increasing the agricultural
productivity and promoting community-based entrepreneurship to revive their socio-economic livelihood.

The project aims to revive and create opportunities for income generation and employment creation among
women. Because many of the women affected are involved in agriculture, women farmers also need to be
trained in the improved and efficient use of agricultural tools and equipment in order to increase their
productivity. The women farmers will also be trained in entrepreneurial skills to that they might participate
in proactive self-help initiatives for income generation".
