  A summary of the retreat was given by President Lynne.  She reported on the discussions about the responsibilities of each
chairman, retreats being held quarterly, suggested each chairman should contact their counterparts in other clubs, and noted
that at the September regular meeting, she will ask everyone to consider the many committees and sign up for one.
  Edith gave a report on Raising Readers and requests that the club buy a delivery cart to help move the boxes of
books.  It was moved by Betty that Edith purchase a cart costing no more than $100.00, money obtained from the
service budget, seconded by Cory and approved.
  Lynne reported on Jody’s research on places to have lunch meetings.  The Hitching Post is not going to charge
us a banquet fee but the meals are going to go up by fifty cents.  Sandy moved, Betty seconded, and it was
approved to recommend to the members to increase the cost of lunch meetings to $11.00 per meeting, with the
evening meetings staying at $20.00.  This would start in September if passed by the members, making prepay at
$126 for rest of year.
  The Antique Show was discussed.  The Board was brought up to date on the advertising about the rib fest that
will also be that weekend, the distribution of the Antique Show posters on 8/4, the next antique show meeting
being held 8/14, and the licenses being ready.  The volunteer sign up sheets will be available at the next regular
meeting as well as the raffle information and tickets distributed by Melissa.
  The Board then reviewed the tentative agenda for the next regular meeting.  Cory will be in charge of this
meeting as Lynne will not be able to attend.
  The meeting adjourned at 1:00 pm.

  Cory presented the purposes of the Service Committee and need for the members to make a commitment to a committee in
September.  She discussed the Service Committee including the Scholarship Committee, the Zee Club (High School)
Committee, which will have a meeting at Uncle Charles at noon on August 15th, the Literary Committee consisting of the
Raising Readers program, and the rest of the committee needed to come up with new ideas for future service projects.
  It was moved, seconded, and approved to increase the lunch meeting cost to $11.00, keeping the evening meetings at
$20.00.
  Governor Bev spoke about the District Conference in Spearfish, September 28-30.  Motion was made, seconded, and
approved to appoint Sandy Hudson and Betty Squires as delegates, with Cory Meyer and Jody Gostas as alternates.
  The New Zee’s next meeting is August 15, 2007, 5:30 at Barnes and Nobles.
  Bev announced that August 26th is National Women’s Equity Day.
  Nancy Freudenthal  reminded everyone that nominations are being taken for the Athena Award.
  The raffle was won by Marj Woods.  We collected $108.00.
  The meeting adjourned at 12:55 p.m.
