Young Women in Public Affairs Award 2012
A Zonta International Program, Funded by the Zonta International Foundation,
and funded locally by the Zonta Club of Cheyenne

General Information

The goal of the Zonta International Young Women in Public Affairs (YWPA) Award Program is to encourage more young women to participate in public and political life by recognizing a commitment to the volunteer sector, evidence of volunteer leadership achievements, and a dedication to the advancement of the status of women.  
In order for more women to be represented in key decision-making positions worldwide, we must encourage young women to pursue careers, or seek leadership positions in public policy making, government and volunteer organizations, and to further their education with these aims in view.  
“Public affairs” refers to all aspects of community life where decisions have to be made about issues which relate to and affect those communities in which they live and work.

The Awards
The Zonta Club of Cheyenne offers an award of $1,000 to the most outstanding YWPA applicant. This award may be used however the recipient chooses.  That local winner’s application will then be submitted for YWPA competition at the Zonta District 12 level (WY, MT, CO, SD), with the District winner awarded an additional $1,000.  The District 12 winner goes on to compete internationally, with five Zonta International winners awarded another $3,000 each.  District and International awards are funded by the Zonta International Foundation.
Who is Eligible?

Women who are pre-university or pre-college students (age 16-20) living or studying in a Zonta area/district/region at the time of application, and demonstrating evidence of the following, are eligible to apply.
· Active commitment to volunteerism.

· Experience in local or student government.

· Volunteer leadership achievements.

· Knowledge of Zonta International and its programs.
· Advocacy for issues that support Zonta’s mission of advancing the status of women worldwide.

Application Requirements

· The official application may be printed or downloaded from the Zonta Club of Cheyenne website, www.zontaofcheyenne.org, or you may contact denisewyo@aol.com to have application e-mailed.  The complete official application includes not only the form referenced immediately above, but shall also include
· Verification of current enrollment by a school official and
· Two confidential recommendations from adults, not related to the applicant, such as teachers, school officials or community leaders.
· Students must type their applications or complete them on a computer (a downloadable version is on the club website).  Handwritten applications will not be accepted and should not be submitted.
· Students should adhere strictly to the number of words requested in brackets for each question. Words beyond the maximum requested number will not be considered. 
· Supporting documentation that is not requested will not be considered.  All applications and supporting information become the property of the Zonta Club of Cheyenne and Zonta International.  Zonta International has final authority over any aspect of the Awards. 
Application process
All application materials must be received by the Zonta Club of Cheyenne on or before March 16, 2012 to be eligible for consideration.  The Young Women in Public Affairs Award review team will select one applicant to receive the local award, and will send that application to the Zonta District 12 Governor and YWPA Committee by April 1.  The District 12 Evaluating Committee will review the applications and select one applicant for District 12 to submit to Zonta International Headquarters by May 1. The Zonta International YWPA Committee will recommend five International recipients from the District applications to the Zonta International Board.  After approval by the Zonta International Board, no later than July 1, the Zonta International Foundation provides awards and certificates to the District and International recipients.
